Regular meeting of the Borough Council, Borough of
Berwick, Pennsylvania was held Monday, June 17, 2019
at 7:00PM; in City Hall. Presiding at this

meeting was President of Council Jeri Alley,

Council Members present, Jay Jarrett, Nelson Learn,
Bob Lewis, Andrew Shecktor, Pete Talanca, Mayor Tim
Burke, and Borough Manager Damien Scoblink.

Also present were Borough Solicitor Attorney Frank
Kepner, DPW Foreman Jack Kyttle, Fire Chief Randy
Remphrey, Administration Assistant Nancy Sborz

and Press Enterprise Reporter Susan Swartz.

A moment of silence was observed and The Pledge of
Allegiance was said.

A Motion to approve current agenda and add 3
additions was made by Councilman Jarrett and
seconded by Councilman Shecktor.

All ayes, motion passes.

Frank Berbick representing the Berwick Russian Glee
Club. Concerned about standing water in front of

club at 1208 3rd Ave. He also stated that all the
properties on the street have the same problem of a
puddle in front of their driveway since BAJSA
installed new storm drains and dry wells than repaved
the street.

Dan Kerbacher of Berwick asked why Council is
adopting the tractor trailer ordinance; specifically,
why target small 5x8 trailers. He will pack up his
trailer the night before leaving for work the next
morning and doesn’t want to wake up to a ticket.

Also does not want to park it on vine Street with no
security against theft; he has a security camera on
his property.

Bill Simon a Berwick resident said having a dumpster
on the street is a problem too.

Terry Hacker a Berwick resident said the $100.00 a
month for a parking permit is too much. It will put
the small businessman out of business. And he also
does not want to park his tool truck on Vine Street
out of his sight to be broken into and stolen. Also
wanted to know what fine would be.



PRESENTATION:

Tina Pruitt of 2018 E. 2nrd Street; speeding on street
could speed limit be lowered or enforced. Council
advised a Penn DOT owned road but can ask for a study
to be done. The Mayor said that police have been
setting up speed traps around the borough and will do
that area.

Bobby Myers of 247 Iron Street, Council should think
hard before passing the Tractor/Trailer Ordinance.

Luanne DeGrose of S. Mercer Street. Still having
problem with Tractor Trailers using S. Mercer to get
to Wise instead of Poplar Street. Wise has said it is
contractor’s and not Wise employee trucks. They have
in the contractor’s contracts to use Poplar Street.
She wonders if Council could put up a sign (NO TRUCKS
BEYOND THIS POINT). Council will have Solicitor draft
an Ordinance.

Fred Gause of 333 S. Mercer Street. Wise Foods still
giving him trouble. On Father’s Day an employees’ car
alarm went off and took a long time for someone to
come to turn it off. Later when the employee was
leaving he went over to him and asked for at least
one day of peace and quiet and the guy flipped him
off. He then called and left a message for Rick Wolfe
but he never called him back to find out what
happened. Fred also had a bag of garbage he picked up
in his yard, all from Wise. Fred asked for an update
on his petition. Councilman Lewis said he is still
waiting for an appointment to be set up. Fred
questioned why no Dumpster Day this year? Council
advised it had to be cut from the budget this

year due to tax increase.

Vinnie Hippenstell of Steel Street. Wanted it noted
she was here again with storm water issue in front of
her home. Jack Kyttle did talk to her before the
meeting with an update.

Dan Kerbacher asked if 548-550 W. Front Street could
be removed from the demo list as he is thinking of
buying it and renovating. Councilman Jarrett said
they cannot take any property off the list going
forward because it stops the whole process.

A motion was made by Councilman Lewis to buy the
Hankook tires for $3,430.36 (7 tires). This was
seconded by Councilman Talanca. All ayes.

Discussion before the vote:
Reliance Fire Chief Jason Holloway said the Ladder truck had another blow
out on the way home from Harrisburg. Tires are in bad shape. During



inspection in January they asked to have the tires rotated and the
inspectors refused because of the condition of the tires. They need 7
tires and he had 2 estimates from Steve Shannon and they will waive the
service fee and come to the station house to install them. Sumitomo
$3,322.25 and Hankook $3,430.36. Council wanted confirmation that the new
tires will be compatible with the 2 other new tires just put on. Chief
Halloway confirmed that they would be.

Councilman Lewis asked how the tires got to be so bad and Council knew
nothing about it. Also this was never mentioned at the Fire Board Meetings
that he attends. He wants better communication on these kinds of issues.
And yearly inspections of all equipment and vehicles.

Station Chief Holloway said they saved almost $2,000.00 on the recent
repairs to the Ladder Truck by welding the spring suspension.

Adjournment Motion to adjourn made by Councilman Jarrett,
seconded by Councilman Learn.

After Adjournment at 8:20PM Council Called an Executive Session to discuss
personnel and did not return.
