Voting in favor were Mr. Bower, Mr. Talanca, Ms. Alley, Mr. Learn, and
Mr. Lewis. Voting in opposition was Mr. Jarrett. By way of a 5-1 vote
in favor, motion approved.

7. Consider and take action to accept donation from Wise in the form of
four planted trees and one installed park bench, in commemoration of
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its 100ttt year, to be placed on lawn at City Hall, with type of trees
to be determined by Borough staff.

Discussion: Council discussed that City Hall’s lawn was appropriate
place for this donation, and that Borough staff could determine most
appropriate trees.
